Vent-Axia Unveils New Innovations at 
M&E: Stand C11, London Olympia, 7-8 
October 2009 
This year Vent-Axia was a main sponsor of 
M&E – The Building Services Event and 
maintained its high profile with a striking  Lo-
Carbon™ branded stand which was well 
attended by visitors and Press alike. On 
stand C111 Vent-Axia showcased their very 
latest product developments demonstrating 
continual market leading innovation.  
 
Taking centre stage on the stand was the 
Sentinel Totus D-ERV (Demand Energy 
Recovery Ventilation) system, the UK’s first 
system independently tested to EN308 and 
able to achieve up to 90% energy recovery. 
Also popular with visitors was the Sentinel 
Kinetic MVHR system – a Sap Appendix Q 
listed ventilation solution capable up to 90% 
heat recovery, so helping to reduce the DER 
of new build properties. These new products 
sat alongside Vent-Axia’s popular 
established ventilation ranges to ensure 
there was a fan solution that suited all 
visitors.

Superbikes 
Vent-Axia sponsored Tommy Hill realised 
his dream and moved up to the World 
Superbike Championship with Athena 
Honda when he signed his new contract in 
September. 
The team achieved fifth place all round at 
Silverstone on 27th September. Tommy 
achieved a pair of fifth results after his 
colleague Stuart Easton, who had a brace of 
fourths. These good results meant that for 
the first time ever, the team had both their 
riders finish in the top five in both BSB 
races. 
Hill showed real promise. Still getting used 
to the bike and his team, Hill put in fine rides 
by challenging the front riders all the way. 
The final round of the 2009 British 
Superbike Championship takes place at 
Oulton Park, Cheshire on October 9-11. We 
can certainly expect Hill to keep on 
challenging for the title. 

Case Study:  
Newcastle Schools Demand “Sentinel” 
Fresh Air From Vent-Axia 
 
Through the multi-billion pound Building 
Schools for the Future (BSF) investment 
programme, Vent-Axia is helping Newcastle 
schools meet optimum classroom ventilation 
standards and save energy with its state-of-
the-art Sentinel Demand controlled ventilation 
system. 
 
Project 
Newcastle City Council is undertaking a £220 
million project that will bring outstanding new 
facilities to 16 schools across the city, which 
are all being either refurbished or completely 
re-built. Split into two phases, the first phase 
comprises three major new build secondary 
schools, one innovative special school for 
autistic pupils and four primary schools, with all 
schools in phase one now being complete. The 
second phase of the programme was given the 
go ahead by Government in August 2009 with 
all eight second phase schools set to be 
completed and operational by the end of 2012. 
 
Brief  
Under the BSF initiative each school has to 
meet the ventilation requirements set out in 
Building Bulletin 101 which provides the 
regulatory framework for the Building 
Regulations. This specifies limiting CO2 levels 
within teaching and learning spaces to 1500 
parts per million, helping to keep pupils alert 
and ready to learn. 
 
Installation 
The Aura design team chose Vent-Axia’s 
cutting edge Sentinel ventilation system as the 
solution to meet Bulletin 101. John Wade from 
Aura explains “We are committed to meeting 
the needs of clients and their communities on 
every project. The Vent-Axia Sentinel system 
is perfect for this school renovation programme 
– easy to install, great energy efficiency, 
automatic operation and always on guard to 
make sure that variable occupancy spaces like 
classrooms have the required amount of fresh 
air to keep CO2 levels within the limits.” 
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Sentinel demand ventilation is a popular choice on BSF programme 
and other educational projects where the energy and quality benefits 
can be fully realised. With the Sentinel system, operation is controlled 
and triggered by the demands of the space, for example, the precise 
number of people within the classroom. The system then utilises the 
latest control and EC/DC motor technology to respond to these exact 
ventilation requirements. Using the minimum energy needed, it 
automatically supplies or extracts air to meet the present levels, 
removing the risk of over-ventilation which could waste valuable money 
and energy and preventing under ventilation thereby maintaining 
optimum indoor air quality. 
 
The Sentinel system is available as either single or twin units for ‘run’ 
and ‘standby’ applications and for automatic load sharing in high duty 
applications. fan sizes range from 100mm to 500mm for both singles 
and twins with airflow from 0.01 to 1.2m³/s at pressure up to 650 Pa 
with high efficiency backward curved impellers.
